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Key Observations

Core Subjects: Both systems ensure comprehensive study in languages, mathematics, humanities,
and sciences throughout upper secondary years, leading to university-recognised qualifications
(HSC/Baccalauréat)

Assessment: Both have a final external exam series (HSC/Bac) emphasising written assessments,
extended responses, and analytical skills, with some oral and practical components in both

Specialisation: Both allow for specialisation and choice through “streams” (India: specialisation
through board exam tracks (Science, Commerce, Arts) after Year 10; NSW: elective combinations and
“extension” subjects)

Skills Outcomes: Both systems promote skills in independent learning, research, synthesis of
information, critical analysis, and communication.

This alignment allows students transitioning between the two systems or seeking equivalence for higher

education entry to have excellent cross-compatibility of curriculum outcomes and qualifications.
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
